S-CHIP provides health insurance coverage o children whose families may have too much income

to qualify for Medicaid.

Requirements:

e Eligibility is based on gross income.
. Based on the state you live in, your income and family size will determine whether you are

eligible ore not.

e Tofind out if you qualify, call 877-KIDS-NOW or visit the Insure Kids Web site.
e A Child does not have to be U.S. Citizen to qualify for the program!

How to Apply:

In most states the process is to complete a short application and sent through mail.
You can also, call 877-KIDS-NOW fto find out your state's application procedures.

What does it cover?

In most states, S-CHIP pays for doctor visits, prescription drugs, and hospitalization. S-CHIP is funded
by the federal government based on the state’s number of uninsured children for care. For this
reason each state has a different set of rules and benefits.
